YORAM ISH-HURWITZ /HOLLAND /

This Dutch pianist of Israel origin began his studies with Daniéle Dechenne and Jan Wijn at the
Sweelinck Conservatorium in Amsterdam.In 1993 he was the first Dutch pianist to graduate from the
Juilliard School in New York with the Hungarian pianist Gyérgy Sandor.Finally he was admitted to the
soloist class of the renowned piano teacher Karl-Heinz Kdmmerling with whom he studied for another
two years.In 1988 he won the second prize at the Eduard Flipse Piano Competition in Rotterdam.Three
years later he was awarded the Jacques Vonk Prize by a unanimous international jury.Since then he has
frequently performed in The Netherlands, including many times in the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam.
He is also a regular guest as soloist with many orchestras and has given recitals in Norway, Germany,
Slovakia, Italy and Great Britain amongst other countries. He has also taken part in a large number of
international festivals such as Bergen, Trondheim and Brighton. His discography includes works by
Franz Schubert, Frédéric Chopin, Modest Mussorgsky, Sergei Prokofiev and the complete 'Années de
P¢lerinage' by Franz Liszt, which offers to audience the chance of a renewed interesting contemporary
introduction to the music and life of one of the most versatile personalities in the history of music -
FranzLiszt.

JIRIBARTA/CZ/

Theleading Czech cellist Jiri Barta entered onto the music scene at the turn of the 1990s to work his way
up to the company of the international cellist league. He undertook studies in Prague with Josef
Chuchro and Mirko Skampa, and in Cologne with Boris Pergamenschikov. He then gained additional
experience at the Piatigorsky seminar in Los Angeles and attended master classes with Heinrich Schiff
and Andre Navarra.In 1991 he received the Europaische Forderpreis fur Musik, followed in that same
year by the Rostropovich-Hammer Award in Los Angeles. He works with leading Czech and
international orchestras and conductors. His unforgettable successes include the Tokio Kioi Hall
performance during his tour of Japan, the Lutoslawski Celloconcerto with the Czech Philharmonic at
the Prague Spring Festival (May 2000), the tour to the United Kingdom with the Berlin Symphony and
the Wigmore Hall recital in London with pianist Piers Lane,among others. Music critics appreciate live
recordings of both Shostakovich Concertos with Prague Symphony and Maxim Shostakovich or Dvorak
Celloconcerto with the Czech Philharmonicand Libor Pesek.

JAROSLAVTUMA /CZ/

Graduated from the Prague Conservatory and the Academy of Musical Arts, where he now teaches
organ performance and improvisation.While still a student, Mr Tuma won prizes at several international
competitions,including Linz, Prague, and Leipzig.In addition to being a concert organist, Mr Tuma also
performs on the harpsichord, the clavichord,and the fortepiano.He is known throughout the world for
his improvisations, which have earned him first prizes at both the Haarlem and Nuremberg
competitions. He has been guest performer at the Prague Spring Festival, Musikfestspiele in Dresden,
and the Flanders Festival and he continues to perform at prestigious concert venues in Europe, the
United States, and Japan. A champion of new music, Mr Tuma performs works by his contemporaries
and is a composer of note as well.From 1990 to 1993, he performed the complete works of J.S.Bach in
Prague. He records for radio, television, and numerous recording companies. His discography includes
twenty solo recordings, most recently a recording for the Supraphon label of Part | and Il of J.S.Bach's
Well-Tempered Clavier performed on clavichord.

MILAN KOHOUT/USA/

Milan Kohout is originally from the Czech Republic and is now a U.S. citizen. He obtained his M.S. in
Electrical Engineering in the Czechoslovakia and subsequently became an activist and a signatory
member of the dissident human rights organisation CHARTER 77, which was nominated for the Nobel
Prize in 1985.He was forced by Czechoslovak security police to leave his country of birth in 1986 due to
his political art activism and was granted asylum in the United States.In 1993 Milan Kohout received his
Diploma from the School of the Museum of Fine Arts in Boston. His work concentrates mostly on the
subject of human rights (more recently the rights of Romanies) and politics (critique of totalitarian
capitalism and fundamentalist religions) As a Mobius Artist Group member, he has participated in
numerous international art exchange programs around the world and has been the recipient of a
number of awards and grants. He teaches at The New England Institute of Art, TUFTS University and
Massachusetts College of Artin Boston.

JED SPEARE /USA/- MOBIUS GROUP

He is originally studies pursued composition. His multimedia work he based on media, which place in
time:video-art, film, performances, and sound experiments. He also exhibits conceptually tuned works

This outstanding jazz soloist presently teaches at the Berklee College of Music Boston,which isarguably
the most renowned jazz institute through out the world. Czech Emil Viklicky and Martin Kratochvil have
studied at the same institution. Tom PLsek’s solo recital will include premieres of works and
performances composed specifically for this occasion. He studied at University of Houston, Texas
Christian University and mathematic North Shore Community College; Beverly. Today he is the
Chairman of Brass Department of Berklee College of Music and currently teaching trombone, acoustics
classes,and technology course for brass players.He is also a member of many associations:International
Trombone Association, Former Chair of Nominations and Elections Committee, Acoustical Society of
America-invited presenterat several meetings over the past 12 years, Mobius Artists Group/ since 1988
/,New England Computer Arts Association and others. His activities includes numerous performances
with classical, commercially-oriented groups, and experimental music groups including the Houston
Symphony Orchestra, Vermont Symphony Orchestra, Phil Wilson Jazz Trombone Ensemble. Presently
known mostly as performer/composer of new music, especially that involving improvisation, new
technologies,and performanceart.

LEWIS GESNER/USA/-DRAGGING OBJECTS

This well-educated American performer studied at the University of Massachusetts College of Arts and
Humanities, Boston (where he obtained an MA in English Literature), the School of the Museum of Fine
Arts, Boston, and Tufts University, Medford, (where he obtained an MA.B.F.A.). As a versatile artist, his
emphasis is on performance and conceptual art. The instrument study with Thomas Hoffman, the jazz
ensemble with Willie Maiden, the video animation with Betsy Conners, (MIT, Cambridge, MA), the music
composition and performance studies with Roswell Rudd and Thomas Hoffman, (University of Maine,
Augusta) produce numerous demanding multimedia projects, which have already achieved
international recognition.He has prepared a few unusual projects of experimental sounds,which will be
held at various exterior and interior venues throughout the town during the festival week.

VIOLETA DINESCU/ROMANIA - GERMANY /

This internationally acclaimed composer represents the top of Romanian contemporary music. A
stipendium from George Enescu opened her the doors to international recognition. She studied
composing, piano, and pedagogic at the Ciprian Porumbescu Conservatory in Bucharest. She studied
composing with Prof.Myriam Marbé.In 1978 she become a music theory, piano and aesthetic lecturer at
the G.Enescu University. She has published numerous music-science works, e.g. G.P. Palestrina.In 1982
she settled in Germany and continued her successful carrier as a composer. Her works are performed
throughout Europe every year. She has lectured at American universities and in Germany she has
worked at universitiesin Heidelberg, Frankfurt and Bayreuth.She s currently alecturer at the Oldenburg
University. Her compositions have embraced many music genres, including opera works such as
‘HungerandThirst,'Erendira’or children opera 35th May.As a composer she dedicates a great deal of her
attention to chamber music.

KRISTYNAVALOUSKOVA /CZ/

During her studies at the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague under Prof.Nadézda Kniplova, Kristyna
Valouskové become a soloist with the Prague Chamber Opera.In 1992 she was awarded the prestigious
Fulbright grant, on the basis of which she studied with the renowned American singer Phyllis Bryn-

Julson at the Peabody Conservatory of Music in Baltimore, USA from 1992 to 1993.Due to her singing
qualities she frequently interprets contemporary songs and cantata works. At one of the previous
FORFEST festival she premiered a number of works by Israel composer Max Stern and by the American
composer Daniel Kessner: extensive cantatas “In the Centre”- 2000 and “On a Mountin” - 2002. She co-
operates also with important soloists and ensembles: K. Dolezal, H. Barton, K. Hron, P. Matuszek,
Ensemble MoEns,the Moravian Quartetand Musica Gaudeans.

IVANALOUDOVA/CZ/

Ivana Loudova is one of the most important contemporary composers. Since 1992 she has taught
composing and music theory at the Prague Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts (HAMU). She has
studied with Prof. Miloslav Kabela¢, Prof. Emil Hlobil in Prague, in Paris with Olivier Messiaen and Andre
Jolivetand at the experimental studio Centre Bourdan attached to ORTF.As a composer she has created
works in almost all genres, (except opera),as well as music for Radio, theatre and film. She is a founder
and leader of STUDIO N for contemporary music, which develops activities in the sphere of education:
lectures, workshops, seminars, concerts of music of 20th century etc. She is the author of “Modern
notation and its interpretation” (1998). Her concert in the framework of the festival program will be a
rare occasion to learn more about composing chamber works.

LIDIA ZIELINSKA /POLAND /

Important Polish composer Lidia Zielinska has served as the artistic director of the "Poznan Music
Spring" festival. She is a professor of composition at the Poznan Academy of Music, and she has also
taught at the State Higher School of Visual Arts, Wroctaw Academy of Music.In addition, she has been a
guest lecturer at summer courses in Poland, France, Holland, Germany, Switzerland, Sweden, Belarussia
and Moldavia. An important area of interest is music ecology and the relationship of composed sound
to environmental sounds. She participated in the EuroMusic Theatre in Stuttgart, participant in the
Donau Ballet project and was crowned with a premiere of Venture Unknown.In the 1995/96 season she
was the composer-in-residence at the EMS (Electronic Music Studio) in Stockholm for a piece produced
there. (Like These White Mice) She was awarded a prize at the International Competition of
Electroacoustic Music in Bourges. She has held many functions in musical organisations, a board
member of the Polish Society for Contemporary Music, the Poznan branch of the Polish Composers'
Union, the "Warsaw Autumn" repertoire committee, and the secretary of the Co-ordination Committee
for Creative andVisual Art Circles.She has also composed theatre and film music.

ANDREW SVOBODA /CANADA/

Atthe end of 2004, this talented composer Andrew Svoboda unexpectedly died in Burlington Canada at
the age of 27. His death interrupted a deep connection between Canada and the Czech Republic,
because Andrew (born in Toronto in 1977) was the son of Czech Professor Josef Svoboda, a well-known
scientist and Antarctic explorer, who was a prisoner of the communist regime almost nine years and
who emigrated from his homeland in 1968. Andrew's family, his mother originally from Hong Kong and
the Canadian culture environment had a remarkable influence on his opinions and his way of thinking.
He himself wrote that Canada is an integration of many cultures. He studied composing at McGill
University in Montreal and in Paris. Since September 2004 he continued his doctoral studies at
Columbia University in New York. In 2003 the Conservatory in Paris awarded him first prize for his
orchestral composition Elevation, which was broadcast several times by Radio France.His master’s work
was aone-act opera (monodrama).Martin Stfeda.

JAN REZNICEK/CZ/

Studied violin at the Brno Conservatory and Janacek Academy of Music. Since 1986 he has been a
member of the Moravian Quartet: six years as a second violinist and from 1992 as violist. In 1996 he
graduated as violist from JAMU where studied under Prof.J. Kratochvil,a member of Janacek Quartet.
Jan Rezni¢ek teaches at the Brno Conservatory and is a member of the State Philharmonic Orchestrain
Brno.As a soloist and quartetist, he appears at numerous concerts both at home and abroad.Together
with Eduard Spacil (who is familiar to previous FORFEST festival audiences) they have prepared some
samples from Austrian contemporary composition productions including premiere works.

EDUARDSPACIL/CZ/

Eduard Spacil is an outstanding pianist.In 1975 he was a founding member of the Baroque Jazz Quintet
Ensemble, with which he played over 2000 concerts through the whole Europe.Currently heisan artistic
leader of the innovated Baroque Jazz Quartet. He has dedicated himself to the intensive composing of
electro-acoustics between 1980 and 1990. From 1990 he co-operates with YAMAHA as a promoter of
digital pianos.

GARETH DAVIS / GREAT BRITAIN /

This British musician is already well known to Czech audiences who may remember his excellent
appearance at the festival Exposition of New Music in Brno in 2004. Despite his relatively young age,
Davis may be counted with very respected and requested instrumentalists. He often combines
recordings with live performances in his concerts. He ranks with such international musicians who
include Czech musicin their repertoire.His soloist festival appearance is dedicated to a confrontation of
works by author Scelsi-Zemek-Andersen. The previously mentioned Danish author will perform
together with the soloist.

ENIKO GINZERY / GERMANY - SLOVAK REPUBLIK /

A virtuoso concert-cimbalom player studied at the Academy of Ferenc Liszt in Budapest, Hungary and
,Hochschule fiir Musik Saar” in Saarbriicken, Germany for post gradual study of the contemporary
music interpretation. Enik6 became the universal interpreter of old and contemporary music. Her
repertoire includes compositions of medieval, renaissance, baroque, classical, romantic and
contemporary composers. Surprising sound and expression possibilities of cimbalom and astonishing
virtuosity inspired many contemporary composers to create original pieces for her instrument. Since
1995 regularly performs as a cimbalom solo player or accompanied with orchestra through all Europe
and USA.

MARTINOPRSAL/CZ/

He has plays percussion from his 10th year. After studies at the Brno Conservatory he become a member
of the State Philharmonic Orchestra in Brno in 1986, and a member of the G.Mahler International
Orchestra and Orchestra of European Society in 1988. After his studies at the Janacek Academy he has
become a pedagogue of the same school and is currently a lecturer there.He is co-founder of the well-
known Middle-European Ensemble of Percussion DAMA DAMA and has been a member until 1997.The
focus of this soloist has been the marimba, with which he has appeared in numerous European
countries, Japan and Korea.Between 1998 and 2002 he has worked as vice-chairman of the Percussion
Society of the Czech Republic. He is also a member of the committee of the International Interpreter
Competition / International music Festival Moravian Autumn / and other Czech and Slovak
competitions. During his festival appearance this year he will introduce his student Martin Kleibl, who
already may be counted with the most talented percussionists of young generation.

VACLAVVACULOVIC /CZ/-GRAIL
“These canvases envelop the viewer in a swirl of colour and energy, with just enough clarity to suggest
images and movement.l knew right away | would want to treat these works in music,as | have done with
similarly overwhelming paintings.The opportunity came when Prof.Dinos Constantinides invited me to
compose music for the Louisiana Sinfonietta. | initially thought | would address three Vaculovic
paintings in a single movement, but the musical impulses evoked by the painting ‘Grail’ eventually
overpowered all the others. | find this painting very moving, initially tranquil but roiling with energy
under the surface, lifting one up but never revealing the source of its light; full of both assurance and
yearning.These were the qualities | aimed for in my own Grail.”

THEBERG ORCHESTRA/CZ/

The orchestra specialises in interpretation of 20th Century and contemporary music, it regularly
commissions premieres with the best Czech composers, in recent years predominantly with young
ones. It has realized numerous interesting and prestigious projects, presented many Czech and world
premieres.Inits original projects new music is combined with other music styles and arts (videoart, film,
theatre, pantomime, dance etc.), it also often perfoms in non-traditional spaces.To the concert activities
of the orchestra belong performances on international festivals and important Czech stages.The Berg
Chamber Orchestra also devotes itself to promoting music among the youngest generations: for four
years it has been presenting highly successful series of concerts for schoolchildren. Among the many
recordings for the Czech Radio and CDs are the recently recorded music for new world-premiere ballet
performance of National Theatre in Prague by the orchestra and its appearance in its first profile
programme on Czech Television.PETERVRABEL /CZ/ PeterVrabelis a Slovak conductor,heis a Gideon
Klein Prize holder, founder of the Berg Orchestra, which is today respected as a performer of
contemporary and twentieth-century music..

SOFIA GUBAJDULINA /RUSSIA/

Without exaggeration the presence of Sofia Gubaidulina’s work on the international music scene is
extraordinary and even unique for a woman composer. Born in 1931 in Chistopol’in the Tatar Soviet
Republic, life and work in a multicultural environment has accompanied her literally since infancy.
Although brought up atheistically,she was drawn early on to the Russian Orthodox faith.The reputation
of her sensuous scores first leapt the Iron Curtain towards the end of the Seventies, mainly through
Gidon Kremer’s interpretation of her violin concerto. It was only in 1985 when she was permitted to
leave the East block for the first time.Since 1992 she lives in Germany near Hamburg. "Seven Words" for
cello, bayan, and strings, was written in 1982 and first performed in Moscow in the same year. The
Christian basis of the work was concealed at this first performance but s clear enough,even without the
present title and the composer’s own explanation. The Gross symbolism palpable throughout the
Seven Words begins on the instrumental level: the cello, coming from the art music of ,high culture”,
stands for whatis,lofty”;the bayan,a button accordion from the sphere of Russian folk music.
