She played as a soloist with numerous American orchestras,
recorded ranks radio and television presentations. She initiated innovated multimedia projects /e.g.
Mussorgskij Kartinky in Boil Theatre Dayton, piano interpretation during 17" -18™ -19™ century, Friedrich
Nietsche as a composer, piano work of Borise Pasternak etc./

Floraleda Sacchi /Italy/ = harp

Born in Como, ltaly, Floraleda Sacchi studied harp with Lisetta Rossi, Alice Giles, Alice Chalifoux and Judy
Loman. She has won sixteen prizes in ltalian and international competitions. She has performed as soloist
in major halls and festivals in Europe, Asia, the Middle East, and North America /Carnegie Hall, Glenn
Gould Studio, Konzerthaus Berlin, Gewandhaus zu Leipzig, Sala Verdi Milano, Concert Hall Alti Kyoto,
Matsuo Hall Tokyo, etc./, and her performances have been broadcast by major radio and television
worldwide.

Jevgenij Irsai /Russia/

Studied piano and composition at Conservatorium of Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov /composition - Prof. V. A.
Uspensky, piano - Prof. P. A. Serebjakov/. In 1979 he became a member of Union of Russian
composers. He taught in St. Petersbourg and since 1996 he also taught at Department of musical and
aesthetics education at University of Matej Bel in Banska Bystrica. Up to now he has finished over eighty
compositions, let us name a few from his up-to-date works : orchestral Soundquake Zero, trio for oboe,
viola and piano Surmounting /2009/, or Concert for violin, cello and orchestra /2006/.

Quasars Ensemble /Slovak Republic/

Ivica Kroslakova /SK/ = AKORD FROM DIARY = paintings

The painting of lvica Kroslakova has a firm background in the liberated creative atmosphere of the 1960 s.
This was not the only period of the painter's studies, her wandering throughout the world in order to gain
new of reality; the time when the image freed itself from the dependence of the object. It is natural that the
art of the so-called ,.inner model®, stripped of any confusing messages for the visual world , is a paradigm
for Ivica Kroslakova 's work. We can define several determining elements of the artist's work: structure -
color - light - line of gesture and collage. In the creative process the painter handles these elements with
an absolutely free, a priori unburdened manner with a considerable inner dynamism.

In 1988 and 1990 he attended master courses given by Rudolf Kehrer in
Weimar. He is the winner of the International Piano Competition in Glasgow and he was awarded a prize in
the ,Vianna da Motta“ competition in Lisbon. As a soloist and much asked chamber player he has given
concerts in most European countries and also in the USA, Jordan and Tunisia.

Petr Nouzovsky /CZ/ = violoncello

Leading personalities of this Committee were from the beginning
Mr. and Ms. Horky - later founders of the school, which was focused on renovation of tradition of church
music - study of old brother hymnbooks and wide creation of foreign ecumenism. Choir of Conservatory
represents school from the beginning on concert tours at home and abroad. Repertoire of choir consists
from historical spiritual works to new music of 20" century. To 15" anniversary of the school choir under
the leadership of FrantiSek Fiala prepared Prague TE DEUM by Petr Eben.

Marina Horak /Slovenia/ = piano

Slovenian pianist of Polish-Macedonian descent, studied in Ljubljana, Munich, Paris /Nadia Boulanger/
and London /Peter Feuchtwanger/, and is now professor at the Academy of Music in Ljubljana. She won
prizes /awards in Croatia, France - Contemporary Music La Rochelle, Italy, Germany and Netherlands -
Gaudeamus/. She appeared with orchestras and in recitals /chamber music and/ piano duo / all over
Europe, Far East, China, Australia, New Zealand and USA and was guest at festivals in Croatia, Denmark,
Norway, Switzerland, Spain, Turkey, Bulgaria, USA and Slovenia. Her recitals and radio recordings
/Belgrade to Reykyavik/ include many contemporary works. Many composers were complimentary of her
performances /Janez Matic¢i¢, Ton de Leeuw, llja Bergh, Harald Genzmer, Jan Klusak.../

MAX STERN /Israel/ = "Songs of Ascent"

The composer, conductor, double bassist, musicologist and music critic Max Stern has created a rich
genre of biblical compositions blending East and West in contemporary and traditional genres. A recipient
of the Israel Composer's League Lieberson Prize, 1990, and an award from the Japanese Society for
Contemporary Music, 1991, his opera Messer Marco Polo was performed at the New York City Opera
Vox-2006 showcase. He has represented Israel at international conferences and festivals in Israel, USA,
Europe, and the Far East as composer, conductor and lecturer on the "Contemporary music," "Bible &
Music," and "Ancient Music".

Rebecca Rust /USA/ = violoncello

Praised by Carlo Maria Giulini for her "exceptional musicality", the American cellist Rebecca Rust, studied
the University of California at Berkeley and Stanford. Master classes with Mstislav Rostropovich followed in
the USA and in Basel, Switzerland. At the invitation of the German Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Rebecca Rust
played concerts in Africa /Morocco, Tunisia/, Poland /Warsaw, Stettin, Danzig/, Prague /concerts and
radio productions for Prague Radio/, Kobe and Tokyo and Israel in February 2007 . Besides the successful
CD Japanese Favorites for Violoncello, Rebecca Rust has recorded six CDs for the MARCO POLO and
BAYER RECORDS labels, with works by Beethoven, Villa-Lobos, Georges Enesco, Martinu, Karl Michael
Komma, Frank Bridge, Donald Francis Tovey and Chopin.

Friedrich Edelmann /Germany/ = bassoon

He studied with Alfred Rinderspacher /Prof. in Mannheim/, Klaus Thunemann /Prof. in Hamburg -
Hannover - Berlin/, and Milan Turkovic /Prof. in Vienna/. He was 1977-2004 Principal Bassoonist of the
Munich Philharmonic Orchestra. He won several first prizes in German national competitions and was
a member of the World-Orchestra of Jeunesses Musicales under Karel Ancerl. Together with his wife
Rebecca Rust, Friedrich Edelmann now plays many concerts in America, Europe and Japan including
radio- and TV-productions. The artists have 10 CDs with the labels: MARCO POLO, BAYER RECORDS,
TUDOR and CAVALLI RECORDS.

Vaclav Vaculovié¢ /CZ/ = large formats

Artistic work of this author is deeply influenced by his own philosophy of human and his existence. Large
formats of his paintings say: “Death is near to Life because without life death would be unnecessary’. It is
no easy attitude of author to the problem of real existence; it is definitely no fashion image. It is the
transformation of inner, wide and deep expression of feeling and opinion by effective gamut of background
“drawing” the spectator into depths of author's thoughts. | am not convinced that Vaculovi¢ paintings are
“legible” - it would be possible to say that they are catalyst of reading his own feelings and moods, which
are repeated into our inner emotion sensors.

Czechoslovak chamber duet /CZ/

Czechoslovak chamber duet formed in 2003, Czech violinist Pavel Burdych and Slovak pianist Zuzana
Beresova. Guests of many music festivals throughout the world. In 2008 they were one of the few artists
who have systematically devoted 100th birthday Slovak composer Eugen Suchon. From its creation were
18 concerts, which took the award from the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra marketing director Peter
Stilicha. Both artists were at the beginning of 2010, invited by the Czech Radio, where they presented their
year's program priorities, which are the work of composers Bohuslav Martint and Robert Schumann and
a series of commemorative concerts of the 75th Birth anniversary of prof. Bohumil Smejkal.

Miloslav ISstvan Quartett /CZ/ - is a young string quartet dealing with the interpretation of classical
music, particularly in works of contemporary composers. This ensemble was found in 2008 and got its
name on the occasion of commemorative concert of composer Miloslav IStvan. During a relatively short
existence the ensemble performed many interesting concerts, among others performed on the occasion of
conference Istvan/Kabelac¢ in Museum of Czech music in Prague, Studio of contemporary music in Brno,
or finished by its profile performance concert season 2008/2009 of Janacek academy of music and
performing arts.

Konvergence /CZ/ = association of composers

During seven years of existence of association of composers the ensemble Convergence was established.
Its members are top players, graduates of Academy and at the same time composers. This combination
creates symbiosis, which raises significantly the possibilities of the whole ensemble. Ensemble realized
numerous premieres by Czech authors /H. Barton, P. Z. Novak, M. Kopelent/, foreign authors /Albert
Breier, G. Toro-Pérez/ and performs at important festivals home and abroad. Ensemble Konvergence
belongs among respected chamber formations of contemporary music scene. Since 2006 it cooperates
with the Czech Radio.

Nao Higano /Japan/ = soprano

She studied in Japan opera and concert singing at a university and continued at Academy of music in
Bratislava. Nao Higano successfully appeared at international music festivals, she records for Radio, TV
and music publishers and cooperates with orchestra and chamber ensembles home and abroad. She has
won the Yamaha foundation Prize and a special prize of Slovak Music Fund for her concert activities. Since
1999 to 2004 she was a permanent guest of National Slovak Opera /A. Schoénberg monodrama
Expectation/. She published her first profile CD , Konomichi” in cooperation with the publishing house
Abala.eu in autumn 2009. Since 2008 she has lived and worked in Kroméfiz.

Eva Trizuljakova /SK/ - collages
The new chapter in the creative work of significant Slovak author Eva Trizuljak is growing up from her
whole-life targeting to the spiritual aspects of life. This free-formed series of textile collages - in which the
author used e.g. original fragments of ancient canonicals - is realized with a great overview and logical
composition. We can see there all the characteristic aspects of author's previous painting work. As
instinctively Eva Trizuljakova defines her lifelong credo - the apprehension of bright red as a color of life,
always mysterious like an expression of most high spirituality - discovering the essentiality of life, removing
herself from heaviness of destination, the addressing to those truths, that don't depend on passing times...

The orchestra specializes in interpretation of 20th Century and contemporary music, it regularly
commissions premieres with the best Czech composers, in recent years predominantly with young ones.
